1. Last date and time for depositing the bids: Last date and time is 08 Apr 2024 at
1700 hrs. The sealed bids should reach by the due date and time. The responsibility to
ensure this lies with the bidder.

2. Manner of depositing the bids: Sealed bids should be either dropped in the Bid
Box marked as “BID/TENDER BOX SAINIK SCHOOL AMARAVATHINAGAR” or sent by
registered post at the address given above to reach by the due date and time.

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17. EMD (Earnest Money Deposit): Bidders are required to submit Earnest Money
Deposit (EMD) for amount of Rs. 90,000/- (Rupees Ninety thousand only) along with
their bids. The EMD may be submitted in the form of an Account Payee Demand Draft,
Fixed Deposit Receipt, Banker's Cheque or Bank Guarantee from any of the public sector
banks or a private sector bank authorized to conduct government business as per Form
DPM-16 (Available in MoD website and can be provided on request). EMD is to remain
valid for a period of forty-five days beyond the final bid validity period. EMD of the
unsuccessful bidders will be returned to them at the earliest after expiry of the final bid
validity and latest on or before the 30" day after the award of the contract. The Bid
Security of the successful bidder would be returned, without any interest whatsoever, after
the receipt of Performance Security from them as called for in the contract. The EMD will
be forfeited if the bidder withdraws or amends, impairs or derogates from the bid in
any respect within the validity period of their bid.

18. Security Deposit/Performance Security: A suitable security deposit/
Performance Security deposit payable to the Purchaser is furnished by the Supplier in the
form of a Performance Bank Guarantee (PBG) issued by a public sector bank or a private
sector bank authorized to conduct government business, in the prescribed format within
thirty days from the date of concordat. At present, ICICI Bank Ltd., Axis Bank Ltd. and
HDFC Bank Ltd. are the three private sector banks authorized to carry out government
transactions.

19. Quantity Assurance. The buyer desires the bidding process should be undertaken
only without any assurance of quantity for procurement to maintain the quality of the
product.

PART Il - STANDARD CONDITIONS OF RFP

The Bidder is required to give confirmation of their acceptance of the Standard
Conditions of the Request for proposal (RFP) mentioned below which will automatically be
considered as part of the concordat concluded with the successful Bidder (i.e. Seller in the
concordat) as selected by the Buyer.

relation to the present work or any other work with the Government of India. Any breach of
the aforesaid undertaking by the Seller or any one employed by him or acting on his behalf
(whether with or without the knowledge of the Seller) or the commission of any offers by
the Seller or anyone employed by him or acting on his behalf, as defined in Chapter IX of
the Indian Penal Code, 1860 or the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1986 or any other Act
enacted for the prevention of corruption shall entitle the Buyer to cancel the work/supply
and all or any other work/supply with the Seller and recover from the Seller the amount of
any loss arising from such cancellation. A decision of the Buyer or his nominee to the
effect that a breach of the undertaking had been committed shall be final and binding on
the Seller. Giving or offering of any gift, bribe or inducement or any attempt at any such act
on behalf of the Seller towards any officer/employee of the Buyer or to any other person in
a position to influence any officer / employee of the Buyer for showing any favour in
relation to this or any other work, shall render the Seller to such liability / penalty as the
Buyer may deem proper, including but not limited to termination of the work/supply,
imposition of penal damages, forfeiture of the Bank Guarantee and refund of the amounts
paid by the Buyer.

23. Agents / Agency Commission: The Seller confirms and declares to the Buyer that
the Seller is the original manufacturer of the stores / provider of the services referred to in
this work and has not engaged any individual or firm, whether Indian or foreign
whatsoever, to intercede, facilitate or in any way to recommend to the Government of India
or any of its functionaries, whether officially or unofficially, to the award of the work to the
Seller; nor has any amount been paid, promised or intended to be paid to any such
individual or firm in respect of any such intercession, facilitation or recommendation. The
Seller agrees that if it is established at any time to the satisfaction of the Buyer that the
present declaration is in any way incorrect or if at a later stage it is discovered by the
Buyer that the Seller has engaged any such individual/firm, and paid or intended to pay
any amount, gift, reward, fees, commission or consideration to such person, party, firm or
institution, whether before or after confirming this work, the Seller will be liable to refund
that amount to the Buyer.

27. Termination of work : The Buyer shall have the right to terminate this work in part

(c) The delivery of the material is delayed due to causes of Force Majeure by
more than one month provided Force Majeure clause is included in work/supply
order.

(d)  The Buyer has noticed that the Seller has utilized the services of any
Indian/Foreign agent in getting this deal and paid any commission to such individual
/ company etc.

28. Notices: Any notice required or permitted by the work/supply shall be written in the
English language and may be delivered personally or may be sent by mail or registered
pre-paid mail/ airmail, addressed to the last known address of the party to whom it is sent.

29. Transfer and Sub-letting: The Seller has no right to give, bargain, sell, assign or
sublet or otherwise dispose of the deal or any part thereof, as well as to give or to let a
third party take benefit or advantage of the present work or any part thereof.

30. Patents and other Industrial Property Rights: The prices stated in the present
work shall be deemed to include all amounts payable for the use of patents, copyrights,
registered charges, trademarks, and payments for any other industrial property rights.

(©) The party for which it becomes impossible to meet obligations under this deal
due to Force Majeure conditions, is to notify in written form the other party of the
beginning and cessation of the above circumstances immediately, but in any case,
not later than 10 (Ten) days from the moment of their beginning.

(d) Certificate of a chamber of Commerce (Commerce and Industry) or other
competent authority or organization of the respective country shall be a sufficient
proof of commencement and cessation of the above circumstances.
